COVID-19 Update 

 

 

As you will be aware as of Thursday 27th January 2022 the government has introduced further changes 

regarding COVID-19.  As a Staffordshire, school we will continue to follow advice and guidance from the Local 

Outbreak Team when positive cases are identified in school. The current rules around self-isolation and testing 

remain the same:- 

People who test positive for Covid-19 are expected to self-isolate for 10 days.  
They have the option to reduce their isolation period after 5 full days if they test negative 
with a lateral Flow Test on both day 5 and then on day 6 and have no temperature. If you 
keep getting positive lateral flow test you must remain in self-isolation for the full 10 days 
 

In school if your child is identified as a close contact of someone who has tested positive they will be asked to 

take a lateral flow test each morning before coming to school for 7 days. If your child’s lateral flow results in a 

positive reading you should keep them at home and start their self-isolation period. For learners under 5 it is 

recommended that the rest of the household take lateral flow tests and if negative then school can be 

attended.  

 

We understand that this is frustrating at times for parents but it is necessary to help us to keep the 

transmission of covid-19 down in school and to stay open and fully operational. We have reviewed and updated 

our COVID-19 risk assessment in line with the latest advice and guidance. You can find a copy on the school 

website through the link below:
