During the visit your child will be taking part in a number of Tudor Activities in the Old Hall. This will involve spinning work 

and wattling amongst other things. 

 

Every child will require a packed lunch that should be provided in a labelled carrier bag – not a lunch box. Any uneaten lunch 

will be thrown away. If you would prefer the kitchen staff at school to provide this, please indicate on the consent slip below. 

Please be aware that due to Health & Safety rules the school kitchen can only provide a cheese sandwich. Packed 

lunches provided by the school MUST be ordered by Friday 2nd May 2025.
